                    From the Office of the Principal 
 June 2006 

 
 We must grow up in every way into Him  Ephesians 4:15 

 
  Things are looking up!  The sky’s been clear – the temperature’s been good – the workers are back in the fields -- and Delaware’s 
growing season has begun!  The vegetable stand where I buy a lot of my fresh fruits and vegetables has reopened for another season.  
And… I have basil plants again!!!   I think that of all the fresh foods I miss when summer’s over, the ones I miss the most are toma-
toes and basil.  I will soon be in tomato and basil heaven – I can’t wait!!!   

Are you planting a garden this year?  I’ve learned over the years that in order to plant well, one must plan well.  Does this 
sound like the voice of experience?  I can’t tell you how many times I’ve planted things too close together or in too much sun or in a 
spot that’s too windy… yikes!  In order to have a productive and fruit ful garden patch, plans must be made and care must be taken 
throughout the growing season.  I have started thinking about it and doing a little pre-planting preparation.  I don’t plants acres or 
anything – it’s more like inches… just a few tomato plants, an eggplant bush (if I can find one), and an herb garden.  But I’ve got the 
ground turned over, I’ve got the mulch in place, and I know which plants are going in which spots… now all I have to do is 
PLANT… and water… and trust… and hope… and see what God does.  

While I’m thinking about beginning my summer gardening fun, I am also thinking about a harvest.  You see, our school’s 
growing season happens during the half of the year when our home gardens lie dormant.  Planning for the school’s growing season 
begins late in the Spring and planting takes place beginning on the first day of school at the end of August.  The growing season is 
almost ten months long and the harvest takes place in early June.   What are we growing here?  Why, disciples of course.  The plans 
are made far in advance for each of our students and seeds are planted all year long – seeds of love, seeds of joy, peace, patience, 
goodness, kindness, seeds of faithfulness, gentleness, and finally, seeds of sel f control (sometimes we have to plant that last one 
more than once!).  We plan – we plant – we water with daily encouragement – we feed with opportunities for praise – we trust – we 
hope… and then we see what God does.   

I am so pleased to report to you that our harvest this year is bigger than ever – our fruits are more abundant than ever – and 
we have a lot for which to give thanks!  God has once again stepped in and used us to help His garden grow strong.   

One more thing… as this harvest goes forward and spreads throughout neighborhoods and little league teams and scout 
troops and swim clubs and communities, seeds will fall and more fruit will be planted.  We pray that we have taught them well how 
to plan their own gardens and we trust that God’s harvest will be bigger and more abundant because of them!    

It is the season of the harvest for us – and the season of planning.  We are already looking forward to the Fall when the 
planting will begin once again… and we’ll plan… and plant… and hope… and trust… and see what God does… How cool is 
that?!?!

Wow!  It has been a busy t ime!  Our school year is racing towards a stirring conclusion and everyone is really won-

dering how it sped by so quickly!  It ’s been another wonderful year of ministry to kids and families and an amaz-
ing t ime to be part of this mission!  

This was the first year for what will become an annual Spring production.  Our school play this year, “How Does 
Your Garden Grow?,” was a wonderful illustration of what it  means to grow up in God’s love.  Our students sure 
like to show off their talents and spread God’s love wherever they go!   

Our students will be taking part in some special end of the year field trips.  The Pre K, Kindergarten, and First Grad-
ers will be spending a day at the Brandywine Zoo.  Our students in grade 2 – 5 will be spending a day at the 
Franklin Institute in Philadelphia.  In addit ion to this, our 2nd – 5th graders will be taken on a special tour at the 
Dover Air Force Base – this tour, filled with special events not ordinarily seen by the general public, has been 
arranged by Mark Babione and Don Graber.  Our 4th and 5th graders will also spend some time at Bombay Hook 
National Wildlife Refuge.   

Our students in second through fifth grades took part in achievement testing during the third week of May.  The sec-
ond graders experience was really just to learn how to take standardized tests and practice doing it .  The tests of 
the third through fifth graders will be sent in to be scored and ranked with the results of the rest of our nation.  In 
the last two years, our kids have performed VERY WELL on these tests, with their results falling well above the 
national average.

We are all anx-
iously await ing the arrival of Alexis Rose!  Cindy has decided that she would like to continue her teaching min-
istry here and will return next school year part t ime.

Presidents Bill Kircher for St. Andrew’s Lutheran Church chapter in Dover and Al Dinunzio of Our Savior in 
Rehoboth headed the project. They did an amazing job coordinating with area Lutheran Churches and with the 
family’s from Peach Tree Acres!  
Join Hands Day is sponsored by America’s fraternal benefit societies, which belong to the National Fraternal 
Congress of America (NFCA), to reach across generations and give adults and youth a chance to build new 
relationships by working together for the betterment of a community. 
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This month we celebrate a joyous occasion here at St. John’s! On April 30th, we commissioned our first group of seven 
lay people from our congregation into a special ministry of care and concern for others as Stephen Ministers. This rite of 
commissioning culminated a period of extensive training and preparation for caring ministry. Our Stephen Ministers 
have studied and practiced skills in such areas as dealing with feelings, listening, confidentiality, assert ing oneself with 
gentleness and firmness, and numerous other topics to prepare them to help people who are experiencing problems in 
their lives. 

Now, after being commissioned, these Stephen Ministers are being assigned to 
minister in our congregation and community, working with people who are experi-
encing such life crises as hospitalization, retirement, financial setback, the loss of a 

loved one, or any number of other difficulties people face in daily living. 
The Stephen Ministers commissioned are: Desda Combs, Dott ie Kringel, Sue McColgan, Sharon Petersen, Jane Richter, 
Raymond Richter, Denese Welsh. As we send them forth to minister, let us thank God for the love and the generosity 
that inspired their response to God's call.  
Stephen Ministry is a ministry that belongs to every member of St. John’s. How can we all help this ministry? 
We can pray: We can pray for our Stephen Leaders, our Stephen Ministers, and their care receivers. This ministry calls 
for both t ime and effort. At t imes they may feel t ired, discouraged, or convinced that they are not accomplishing any-
thing. The assurance of our prayers and appreciation will help them keep moving forward.  By keeping Stephen Ministry 
always before us and by praying for and affirming those who have answered God’s call to serve in this way, we can 
demonstrate our support. 
We can be receptive to receiving care: Be open to receiving care yourself should the need arise. It  is not a sign of 
weakness to ask for help when you encounter a difficult t ime. God created us not only to give help to others, but also to 
receive help when we need it . Virtually everyone at some point in his or her life faces difficult ies and could benefit  from 
the care of a Stephen Minister. Keep Stephen Ministry open as an option for yourself should you encounter difficulties in 
the future. 
We can "Think Stephen!": What does this mean? Thinking Stephen is remembering Stephen Ministry as you meet and 
talk to people.  If you become aware of a need, ask the person about it , listen to what the person is telling you, then ask 
the person: might this be a need for Stephen Ministry? Let yourself be the eyes and ears of Jesus. When Jesus saw a need 
he recognized it  and looked for a way to fill that need.   
 
How do you recognize when needs exist?  Look around you. Who do you see?  Who do you know?  What do they say?  
How do they act?  If a person you talk to each week at church isn't there for a week or two, give him or her a call to be 
sure everything is all right. If someone you know at work or in your neighborhood begins to behave differently, take no-
t ice.  Often people withdraw when a crisis occurs or may not have the energy or drive to contact others to let others 
know something is wrong.  They may be embarrassed about needing help and work extra hard to cover up that need.  
That is where it is important for everyone in our church, not just the Pastor, elders, Stephen Leaders, and Stephen Minis-
ters, to recognize our responsibility and look out for one another.  You may be the only one who notices someone has a 
need. If that person doesn't tell anyone - and you don't, either - the need goes unmet and the person slips away. If we all 
begin to "Think Stephen!" we can help those who might otherwise be forgotten. 
 We are here. We are ready. We have spent months learning how to be compassionate, trustworthy, full of faith, and 
skilled in caring for you. We are dedicated to bringing Christ’s healing love to those in need in our church, our homes, at 
work, and in the community.  Just call and we'll be there.
