Social Concerns  
 
This week the committee will be having lunch at The Olive Garden with a friend we've been helping over the 
past year.  
This past month we helped the same person with their electric bill. Last week someone from a state agency 
called and asked if we could assi st someone who had just gotten out of the hospital pay for his prescription. We 
donated $25.00 and another church paid for the remainder. Two families have benefited from the food box within 
the past two weeks. One of our committee members provided transportation for a member to get to the Labor 
Department. A member of St. John's recently donated a phone card to a family who could not afford to pay her 
phone bill.  
The grandparents of five, who we've been supporting over the past several years, are sti ll  having very difficult 
times. We recently gave them a $75.00 gift card to WAL-MART. One of our child care workers bought each of 
the children a spring outfit and another employee gave them a monetary gift. Thank God they have the St. 
John's family to provide encouragement!  
The above are only some of the families who have been supported in the past month. All of these gifts have 
been possible because of the generous donations Social Concerns has received over the past several months. 

On behalf of many, we say thank you!  
Because it is sometimes difficult to determine if requests from strangers are legitimate, the 
committee has decided that strangers will have to call the James Williams Service Center 
and get a referral from them before we can help them. We talked to them about our con-
cern and the social worker felt this was a wise policy because often they can refer people 
to other services as well.

.shop in a bustling, noisy (and oftentimes smelly) 
marketplace? 
.go to school in ancient Jerusalem?

            WOW!!! What a huge task – w hat a 
grand mission!  Yikes !  What a responsibility!  
Weren’t these the same guys that Jesus called 
from places like the f ishing boats and the tax 
table and the carpentry shop?
