From our Chairman; 
 
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 
Well, June 21, the summer solstice has just passed, it is offi-
cial; summer is here. I know this also because J-nights at the 
Petersen’ s have begun again. What a blessing it has been for 
St. John’s that Sharon and Don were accepting of the call to 
lead this mission. God has truly blessed their obedience with 
an abundance of help to further the cause, not to mention an 
abundance of youth. The true blessings are evident in the 
faces of the youth who participate in the many activities and 
service projects going on. Watching the bonding and genuine 
love for others that takes place between these children and 
young adults during Prayer and Praise services and other 
youth activities  is refreshing. Karen and I were fortunate 
enough to partake in the mystery dinner the youth sponsored 
last month, and I was truly amazed. Had I not known better I 
would have thought they had been doing this dinner for years 
instead of for the first time. Everything went smoothly, the 
food was delicious and it was hot when it was served. This 
was no small feat when you consider the facil ities they had to 
work with. The talent displayed by the youth during the enter-
tainment portion of the evening was no less amazing. It was 
truly an enjoyable and entertaining evening. I can’ t wait for 
next year.  
Our Social ministry mission continues to flourish as well. 
When I here of all the things God has accomplished this year 
through his servants in this area a picture is painted in my 
mind. The picture is of a congregation whose rel ationship 
with their Lord is maturing. Where maybe we once recog-
nized a need, and wondered how we could fi l l  i t, I see us now 
looking to God and saying: “ Lord, we have three fish and two 
loaves of bread; would you bless these gifts that we might 
share them with those who are hungry?” And the Lord has 
blessed his faithful servants mightily. 
“ Summer is here, so the school mission takes a rest for a 
while.” No statement could be further from the truth. Both the 
Early Learning Center and the Elementary school have sum-
mer programs to reach out to the children and families we 
served through the school year and some new ones as well. 
By the time these summer programs end there may be time 
for a short break before the staff begin preparing for the new 
school year. This is truly good stewardship of the resources 
God has blessed us with.  
The congregational meeting for election of the new Mission 
Leadership Board (MLB) and approval of the annual financial  

plan has been set for July 24. We originally had thought to 
hold this meeting at the end of June, but we were faced with 
anarchy from our school administrators when we suggested 
they should prepare an annual budget in the midst of their 
year end graduation and school closing preparations. As we 
have been reviewing our financial status in preparing the new 
financial plan, it continues to be a source of inspiration. The 
statement that continually seems to surface is, “ We are really 
doing pretty well, although I’ m not sure why. All the bil ls are 
paid and we sti l l have some money in the checking account.”  
Then we admit that we recognize it is God’ s blessings that 
account for our good standing, but invariably, the worldly 
side of us is sti l l  amazed. In an organization that gets its in-
come primarily from donations, there is always some trepida-
tion in singing too loudly that we are doing well, for fear the 
contributors will cut back on their generosity. However, the 
knowledge that the blessings are God-driven diminishes that 
fear, and the fact that truth is all powerful is reinforced. Hav-
ing said all that, I must also offer caution that we have some 
tough times ahead. The summer is always a diffi cult period 
for us, because salaries continue through the summer months, 
but tuitions do not. In addition we are adding another grade to 
the elementary school this year. That affects us financially in 
two ways; the first is we must increase our payroll costs to 
add another teacher; the second is we need another classroom. 
In order to gain the additional classroom we must evict our 
tenant, Early Head Start/Easter Seals, who has been renting 
two classrooms from us for the last few years. This eliminates 
an income stream of $18,000.00 per year. Once again we are 
faced with a challenge, and in that challenge is an opportunity 
for God to be glorified. I would also like to extend a thank 
you to one of the many silent servants in our midst, Dick 
Goriup, for his work reviewing our property and casualty in-
surance. Dick saw a need to review this expense for us, and 
acting on a lead from another Lutheran congregation worked 
with a new insurance agent and company that markets speci fi-
cally to Lutheran organizations. Now, if you mention this to 
Dick he will pass it off as no big thing. Have you ever tried to 
read your homeowner’ s insurance policy to verify your cover-
age? I would venture to say that most of us would probably 
give up after the first few pages of legalese describing our 
coverage, while some of the stronger of us might make it all 
the way through, and a few of us may actually understand 
what we read. Now imagine doing that for a commercial en-
tity that owns four separate and distinct buildings, on three 
different properties, and operates an Early Learning Center 
and Elementary School.

The short story is, Dick was able to reduce our annual pre-
mium by about twenty % or $2,000 by working with a very 
capabl e agent for this new insurance company. To do this he 
had to gain a thorough enough understanding of our coverage 
to be able to do a l ine by l ine comparison of the current policy 
versus the proposed one. In addition to the savings garnished, 
our level of protection was dramatically increased, reducing 
our potential for a major loss in the event of a catastrophe. On 
behal f of all of us, thank you Dick.  
Once again I encourage you to join us at the leadership confer-
ence in Norfolk Va. the first weekend in August. The topic 
wil l be Christian education, and it just so happens we have 
some work to do this year in the area of a Sunday school pro-
gram. 
As always I ask you to pray for our missions, pray for our 
staff, and for the children and families we serve. Pray simply 
that your own personal relationship with your Savior would be 
strengthened. Pray for guidance on where you can serve Him 
best. Pray also for vision and wisdom, so that we can recog-
nize His plan for our l ives.

    I have been involved with Stephen M inistry now for 5 years.  First, I trained as a Stephen Leader 
for my last congregation in NJ. For me, it had a l ife changing result. I was the referrals coordina-
tor.  That meant that I got to meet with care receivers first-the people who needed care and match 
them up with care givers (a trained Stephen M inister).  Since Stephen M inistry is a one-on-one lay 
Christian caring ministry based on confidentiality, only the Pastor and I knew who was receiving care 
in the congregation.  Even when we met in our twice monthly small supervision groups (to support 
each other), no names were used, only situations.  Everybody needs someone who will listen to him 
or her.  We really can©t solve each others problems.  As individuals, we must "figure it out our-
selves".  Stephen M inisters listen and guide a care receiver with God©s help.  We are the care giver; 
God is the cure giver. 
    I am anxious for Pastor and Sharon to come back.  Pray for this ministry.  It is powerful.  Although 
it began in 1975, right now there are more than 8,000 congregations from 100 denominations (did you 
know there were that many Christian denominations?) involved in Stephen M inistry.  Isn©t that in-
credible!!! These congregations come from all 50 states in the USA, 9 Canadian provinces and 20 
other countries, WOW!!  It will soon be here too. “ Let him who walks in the dark, who has no light, 
trust in the name of the Lord and rely on his God.”

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Early Learning Center Up-date:  
The first week of June was our 
last week of Pre-school. We cele-
brated big time with two family 
picnics for the twos and threes 
and a carnival and a Moving Up 

ceremony for 50 four-year-olds, filled with bit-
ter-sweet feelings. Of course we©re proud of 
their accomplishments and that they©ve grown 
in Christ©s love, but we also realize that they 
will not be returning to our Early Learning Cen-
ter family. It©s really exciting to know that about 
10 will be headed on to our school at Walker 
Road.  
We asked parents to fill out an evaluation form 
regarding their experience this past year. Their 
comments were very favorable. The great ma-
jority who returned forms strongly felt that their 
children grew spiritually and that values such 
as forgivingness, acceptance, sharing and re-
spect for others and God©s creation were mod-
eled and encouraged. Several wrote special 
comments thanking us for providing Christian 
teachings and providing a program which was 
Christ- centered in all areas. Of course that is 
our main objective and we are grateful for 
God©s blessings as we attempted to carry out 
this mission.  
Now we have changed gears and have begun 
our Summer Camp program. While Kelly 
guides the camp, I am involved with fall prepa-
rations such as ordering supplies and curricu-
lum materials, scheduling and hiring staff, pre-
paring rosters and class schedules and plan-
ning our staff in-service for August, plus lots 
more.  
We have begun our Accreditation process. We 
are grateful to a combination of over 20 peo-
ple, including staff, board members and      

parents who will be working on various com-
mittees for the ELC this coming year. All of our 
efforts will help to improve our program.  
We have had 10 Purchase of Care children in 
our center each year, but next year The Board 
has decided to reduce the number to four be-
cause of the low reimbursement rate we re-
ceive from the State. POC is the State subsidy 
program for families of low-income, making it 
possible for parents to go to work. Currently 
child care centers receive $65.00 a week from 
the State for a full-time child. In our case, next 
year, that reflects less than half of what we 
charge for a full-time child. An advocacy 
group, made up of directors and other profes-
sionals in the field of education and child care, 
has been working very hard for the past sev-
eral years trying to influence legislators that 
this reimbursement must be increased! It fi-
nally paid off. This week the Joint Finance 
Committee allotted POC 3.5 Million dollars for 
this next year. Praise God! 14,900 children in 
the State are enrolled in POC. Many families 
and centers will benefit from this increase! This 
will bring the reimbursement level up to 63% of 
the Fair Market Rate across the State.
